Playing Position


Sit on the Front Half of the Chair.


Feet Flat on the Floor.


Back Straight.


The flute is held at a slightly downward angle and pushed slightly forward, with the elbows away from the body.


The right thumb is under the flute between the first two fingers.


Fingers are curved above the keys at all times.

Embouchure


Stick the lower lip out slightly as if pouting.


Place the lower edge of the embouchure hole on the lower edge of the lower lip.


Roll the head joint away in order to blow across the embouchure hole and not down into it.


Keep the corners of the mouth firm and form the word “who” with the center of the lips.


While looking in the mirror, one sees half of the embouchure hole.

Embouchure


Turn lower lip slightly over the bottom teeth to cushion the reed.


Place reed on lower lip into the mouth ½ inch.


Place upper teeth on top of the mouthpiece.


Keep the corners of the mouth in tight. 


Chin points down and remains flat.
